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SAF-T-MAG™ ON/OFF Magnet Improves Safety and Flexibility

The use of magnets instead of bolt down systems for adjusting steel rails for concrete forms is fast becoming the preferred method in prestress concrete production. However, working with magnets around steel forms has its drawbacks.  Production personnel must be careful that magnets don’t accidentally slam into each other, they can be difficult to disengage and magnets attract metal debris.

To solve these problems, Hamilton Form Company has announced the availability of the Saf-T-Mag, ON/OFF magnet.

The Saf-T-Mag is safer and easier to handle than conventional magnets because the magnet can be turned on and off. The magnet will not turn on unless it is placed on a steel surface. Once in place, simply use a wrench and turn the knob 90 degrees to activate the magnet. The Saf-T-Mag is available in a 500 lb or a 2,000 lb capacity to stay firmly in place.  When you’re ready to move the magnet, use a wrench to turn the knob to the off position to disengage the magnetic attraction.

Once the magnet is off, it can easily be removed from the casting surface. Metal shaving and debris are not attracted to the magnet making cleaning a snap. With no magnetic attraction the magnet won’t accidentally slam into a form.  Workers no longer face the risk of pinched fingers and injuries associated with conventional magnets.

The Saf-T-Mag allows for quick form release and relocation.  It can be used for a variety of applications in addition to adjust rail widths. The Saf-T-Mag has also been used for window block-outs, to hold headers in place and to hold welding plates in place.
